
Poaching for the illegal horticultural and ornamental trade is
leading to population declines of cycads in the wild. Already over
50% of species are considered at risk of extinction, and five species
are Extinct in the Wild.

Botanic Gardens are fighting back, many are supporting in situ
conservation efforts while others provide refuge to at risk species
in their living collections.
