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Policy on the Sale of Plants and Plant Material 

Fairchild Tropical Botanic Garden (FTBG) complies with and supports the Convention on Biological Diversity.  The Convention on Biological Diversity has three broad goals: to conserve biological diversity; to encourage sustainable use of biological diversity; and to ensure equitable sharing of benefits of biological diversity, particularly genetic resources.

FTBG sells plants and plant material to promote the conservation, use, study, understanding, and enjoyment of plants.  It is FTBG policy to sell plants and plant material only in a manner that respects the goals of the Convention on Biological Diversity and its Global Strategy for Plant Conservation.  To implement this policy FTBG:

· will sell plants or plant material only to help cover the costs of its not-for-profit activities;

· will not sell plants or plant material obtained in violation of FTBG’s Policy on Exchange of Biological Material;

· will make reasonable and sincere efforts to be aware of and comply with all terms of national and international permits and regulations that govern the distribution of plants and plant material;

· will abide by terms of distribution specified in a signed copy of FTBG’s Acquisition of Plants and Plant Material document;
· will not knowingly sell plants that pose a known or probable risk of adverse impacts on the biological diversity of the United States.

· will not release material to any bio-prospecting entity.

· will contribute a percentage of profits of sales made to FTBG members of post-1993 wild-collected material to the FTBG Plant Conservation Fund.

FTBG, in partnership with local and regional plant societies, invites independent plant vendors to sell plants and plant material at FTBG during special events. It is FTBG policy to sell plants and plant material only in a manner that respects the goals of the Convention on Biological Diversity.  To implement this policy FTBG requires plant vendors to:

· make reasonable and sincere efforts to be aware of and comply with all terms of national and international permits and regulations that govern the distribution of plants and plant material;

· not knowingly sell plants that pose a known or probable risk of adverse impacts on the biological diversity of the United States.
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
