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Agreement to Supply Biological Material

Fairchild Tropical Botanic Garden (FTBG) complies with and supports the Convention on Biological Diversity. Accordingly, FTBG will supply to the undersigned Recipient the biological material
 itemized in the attached list, subject to the following conditions:

1. The Recipient may use the biological material, or any progeny or any derivatives of this biological material, for non-monetary purposes.

2. The Recipient will provide FTBG with a fair and equitable share of non-monetary benefits obtained from the use of the biological material. Non-monetary benefits may include exchange of scientific information and data, joint research projects and publications, access to and exchange of scientific collections, transfer of technology and technological expertise, and collaborative institutional partnerships.

3. If at any time the Recipient wishes to commercialize the biological material supplied by FTBG, or any progeny or any derivatives of this biological material, the Recipient must first obtain written permission from FTBG. Fairchild Tropical Botanic Garden may then require the Recipient to enter into a separate agreement that recognizes the right of FTBG to share fairly and equitably in the commercial benefits arising from the biological material supplied by FTBG, or from any progeny or from any derivatives of this biological material. The separate agreement may also recognize the right of the source country 
 and/or stakeholder
 to share fairly and equitably in the commercial benefits arising from the biological material supplied by FTBG, or benefits obtained from any progeny or any derivatives of this biological material.

4. Fairchild Tropical Botanic Garden does not warranty the identity, safety, or fitness for any particular purpose, of the biological material or any progeny or any derivatives of this biological material, supplied to the Recipient by FTBG.

5. The Recipient indemnifies FTBG from any and all liability arising out of the receipt or use of the biological material supplied to the Recipient, or any progeny or any derivatives of this biological material.

6. Acceptance by the Recipient of the biological material supplied by FTBG will constitute an agreement by the Recipient to comply with the conditions of this document.

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� Biological material includes plants, plant parts or propagation material (seeds, cuttings, roots, bulbs, corms, or leaves), fungi or fungal material, and any other material of plant, animal, fungal, microbial or other origin and the genetic resources they contain. Genetic resources are any biological material of actual or potential value containing functional units of heredity, including DNA. These definitions are derived from Article 2 of the Convention of Biological Diversity.


� Source country is defined as the country from which the biological material was originally collected in the wild or under traditional cultivation.


� Stakeholder is defined as a person such as a landowner, or a group of people such as an indigenous people, or an organization such as a relevant department of government or non-government organization that have direct and historical linkages to the biological material in its center of origin.
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
